21.C考查冠词。句意：作为财富集中的标志，全球百万富翁（以美元计）从2000年以来直线上升了164%，达到3480万人，其中美国占41%。Sign意为“标志”，可数名词；the number of …“…数目”根据句意答案选C.
22.B本题考查动词短语辨析。句意：在意大利米兰举行的第十届亚欧峰会上，李克强总理呼吁亚洲和欧洲国家保持和平、安全与稳定发展。call up意为“召集；打电话给”；call for意为“提倡；需要”；call at意为“拜访；访问”；call out意为“出动；唤起”根据句意答案选B.
23.C考查倒装句。根据句意：去年，仅仅他得了重病的情况下，才会卧床休息。Only+状语（状语从句）置于句首时，句子部分倒装。所以答案选C.
24.D 本题考查易混句型结构的辨析。2017为时点，而非时段，由此可排除A和B.此处2017为主句的表语，为“It is +时点 +when …”结构。若为in 2017则为强调时间状语的强调句型。
25.C 有工作的母亲们最关心的应该是灵活的（flexible）工作时间和在家工作的机会。

26.D 考查祈使句。句意：脚踏实地，才能志存高远。考查：“祈使句，and（or）从句(将来时或情态动词+动词原形)”结构。A. 项动词不定式 一般动词不定式放在句首，只可以做目的状语，根据句意，首先排除A项；分词置于句首时只可以做状语，后边句子不可以有连词；所以排除B和C项。

27.A本题考查交际用语。根据答语第二句的内容可知答话人劝对方“放松点儿”。B项通常回答对方道歉；C项表示“慢慢来”，D项多指乐于相助。

28.B 考查交际用语。根据but traffic is really a tough problem可知，答话者同意对方的观点，故B项符合题意。

29.B 考查名词性从句。第一空think about后缺宾语所以选what；而第二空中he can do more句型完整，选how作状语。所以本题选B.
30.A 考查定语从句和强调句。根据句意可知第一空为定语从句；第二空为强调句中的连词that。所以选A.
31.B 考查动词时态。根据I’ll go to Sydney for a visit this winter holiday.可知暑假还没有开始，所以by then指将来的时间，而D表示按计划安排打算做某事，不合语境。C则表示被动；A表示将来完成。此处表示将来一段时间即将发生的动作，所以选B.
32.A 考查情态动词。根据How unbelievable!可知说话者感到很惊讶，should“居然；竟然”。表示不可思议，所以选A.
33.C 本题考查虚拟语气。由otherwise可知是虚拟假设，由that day知是对过去情形作假设，故C正确。

34.D 本题考查状语从句。空后是可以生二胎的条件，故D正确。

35.C 本题考查非谓语动词。从will可知，尚未发生，故用不定式；recycle和bury的逻辑主语是rubbish，两者之间是动宾关系，故用被动态，C正确。
36.B人们常说，人生就是经历的累积，表面上看这是一个非常简单的说法（statement）。

37.C从本空前negative推断：如果人真的能持这样的观点，为什么这么多人会陷于那些非常消极的、伤害过（hurt）我们的事呢？

38.A根据下文可知作者让我们从一个四口之家来考虑（Consider）这个问题。

39.B上句clean有提示：他们每个人拿了一块海绵，开始清理（cleaning）卫生。

40.C下文的in order to satisfy his curiosity给了提示。

41.D根据本空后looked the same得出：这些海绵看起来都一样，所以只从外表看（looking）无法判断出来。

42.C从下文可知他要满足自己的好奇心，决定把这些海绵分别挤一下，看看里边会流出来什么东西。

43.D本空后就是那位客人由some cola判断出的（judged）事情：有人拿这块海绵打扫过厨房。

44.A从本空前的oil和后面的garage可知：第二块海绵里流出了一些油，显然（obviously）有人用它擦车库了。

45.B本空前baby powder意味着（meant）有人用这块海绵打扫过孩子的房间。

46.A这是一个四口之家，前面已经讲了三个，所以这儿是最后（finally）。

56.B 写作目的题。本文为一篇新闻报道，报道的是一个最新科研成果，故选B.
57.D 细节理解题。根据第一段首句“According to a new study, a zebra’s stripes (条纹) most likely help to keep annoying, biting flies off them.”以及第三段首句“The researchers felt that the stripes confused the flies’ “navigational system (导航系统)”—the flies’ ability to steer and land.”可知选D.
58.D 细节理解题。根据第三、四段，尤其是第四段第二句“They discovered that zebras tend to live in the same areas where biting flies are present, which supported their theory.”可知，科研组主要是通过比较斑马分布的区域和叮人苍蝇分布区域，发现两者惊人地吻合，由此得知新成果。故选D.
59.A 细节理解题。根据最后一段“…they want to do more research with that theory in mind. They will observe how biting flies act around striped and non-striped animals.”可知选A.
60.D 推理判断题。根据第二段But did you know that there are four other entrances in Paris?可知the Musée du Louvre在法国，所以选D.
61.A 细节理解题。根据On Bastille Day (14 July) and the first Sunday of each month entrance is free for everyone, all day.可知A项正确。

62.B 细节理解题。根据a good way to get an overview of this big museum is to take one of the excellent guided tours可知B项正确。D项应该是去卢浮宫之前所做的准备。

63.D 写作目的题。此篇是说明文，主要是告知作者一些信息，故D项是最佳答案。

64.D 细节理解题。根据最后一段知，A、B、C都是政府买单，根据第二、五两段知，D 需要自己付费。

65.B 细节理解题。根据第三段知，John Adams任总统时一切个人消费全部是自己掏钱，此后，这一做法就一直沿袭下来，故B正确。

66.B 推理判断题。第四段说总统与总统夫人不能轻易到附近的日杂店买日常用品，是由白宫的工作人员代买，由此推知总统的家庭成员不可以自由地走动。

67.A 主旨大意题。本文介绍了美国总统个人及家庭消费开支惯例的由来，详细列举了哪些属于个人开支项目，用了presidents的复数形式，因此A正确，多处提及Obama，只是以在任总统为例来作说明，加强现实感和生动性，故不可选C.
68.D 推理判断题。根据文章第二段内容可知，Nabil Kurban认为外出就餐给了家人一个交流的机会，而使用电子设备耽误了宝贵的交流时间。get in the way of表示“妨碍”。

69.B 细节理解题。根据倒数第三段中的Having a digital device can keep kids busy and will prevent them from causing trouble to other diners可知答案。

70.D 细节理解题。根据倒数第二段内容可知，Liz Hudson认为在等待上菜的漫长过程中，孩子们需要做一些让他们感兴趣的事情，所以她认为在这个时候使用电子设备是有利的。

71.B 推理判断题。根据最后一段内容可知，有些家长不喜欢别人命令他们的孩子做什么，他们希望能自己决定是否让孩子在餐桌上使用电子设备，因此他们反对这项禁令。

72.B 推理判断题。根据全文内容尤其是文章中一些祈使句的使用，可知作者在信中主要通过一些建议给女儿以人生指导。

73.C 推理判断题。根据文章第二段中I honestly don’t know how you are going to face this world bravely. 和文章倒数第二段中Ava, I wish I could be there by your side to always guide you ,to tell you how to go about things. 可以看出父亲对女儿的未来感到担忧。

74.B推理判断题。为了鼓励女儿，作者列举了自己的妹妹和妻子的经历并给出了一些建议进行激励，故选择B项。  

75.A推理判断题。根据文章最后一段“Even if you are defeated at some point…”可知A项正确。

Jack Ma, the founder of Alibaba Group, has become China’s richest man. Charming and energetic, Ma is nicknamed “Crazy Jack Ma” and is seen as China’s version of Steve Jobs or Bill Gates, according to AP. And his story of starting an empire from scratch already makes him an inspiration to millions across China.

Ma failed his college entrance exams twice. He managed to enroll in Hangzhou Normal University on his third attempt, where he studied English.

   Ma first experienced the Internet in 1995 on a short trip to Seattle. He can remember searching for the word “beer” on Yahoo!
   Ma noticed there was not a single online listing for “China” and “beer”, unlike those that popped up for American and German beer.

He quickly became obsessed with this online information system and believed in the Internet’s business potential when few other Chinese did. So in 1999, Alibaba, which is dedicated to promoting online businesses, was born in his apartment. At the time e-commerce was unheard of in China.
“I called myself a blind man riding on the back of blind tigers,” he once said to The Guardian.
   It turns out he was right.
