About 10 years ago, a metal hunter shopping at a market in the Midwestern United States found a beautiful egg made of gold. He paid around $ 13,000 for the egg, hoping to sell the metal and jewels inside.
The metal hunter was confident he could find a buyer for the egg. But no one offered him a good price for the golden egg. Buyers thought he had overvalued that egg. For 10 years, the man tried to sell the egg, with no luck.

Finally, an antiques (古董) dealer called Kieran McCarthy in London flew all the way to the hunter’s home in the U.S. to buy the egg. The hunter couldn’t believe his ears when McCarthy examined it and told him, “You have an Imperial Faberge Easter egg (法贝热皇家复活节彩蛋). The last Faberge egg I know sold for $ 18.5 million in 2007.”

The Russian Empire used to be ruled by king-like rulers called czars. In 1885, a czar wanted to make an egg as an Easter gift for his wife. So the egg was designed and created by the Russian jeweler and artist Peter Carl Faberge. The royal family loved the first egg so much that they ordered Faberge to make one or two Easter eggs every year.
Each jeweled egg has an unusual design and holds a surprise. The egg found by the metal hunter was made in 1887 and there is a lady’s watch inside. Fifty Imperial Faberge eggs were made before the royal family fell from power in 1917. Some of the eggs remain in Russia, while others belong to wealthy collectors living in different parts of the world. Seven of the Imperial eggs are still missing.

McCarthy set up the sale of the Faberge egg, but he won’t tell the public the final selling price of this egg. Before being shipped to its new owner, the lost treasure will be on show at the antiques dealership McCarthy works for in London from April 14 to 17.

Two UK teachers, Richard Sears and Nick Gough, have overtaken the record for the longest journey made in a tuk-tuk (a three-wheeled vehicle).
They have travelled 37,500 kilometres and passed through 37 countries. They passed the record for a tuk-tuk journey of 37,410 km, set by Germans Susi Bemsel and Daniel Snaider in 2005, while crossing Northern Peru.
The pair, who left London in August, have travelled across deserts and forests. They have also survived close encounters (相遇) with elephants in Uganda and Botswana and an accident in Malaysia.

“Although there have been many testing times, we are happy to have experienced such wonderful places and to have met some truly great people,” Nick said.

Talking about their motivation (动机), Richard said, “The world’s leaders have made a promise to achieve primary education worldwide by 2015, but over 57 million primary-aged children are now still out of school. Many more are in school, though they still cannot get better learning opportunities.”

To raise awareness of education projects in parts of the world where many kids have no chance to go to school, the pair planned this journey. They have been visiting schools along the route to get to know their needs and invite sponsors through their charity Tuk Tuk Travels.

Their choice of transport was designed to take advantage of its slow-paced, open and friendly nature to unlock different cultures and learn about and from their values and struggles. The vehicle itself is eye-catching.

When their tuk-tuk broke down, not for me first time and just 70 kilometres short of the world record mark, the pair had to push the 800-kilogram vehicle for three days to make up the distance.

Having had their tuk-tuk fixed in Chepen, Peru, Richard and Nick are now back on the road. On reaching Chile, they will become the first people to drive a tuk-tuk around the world.

Dear Mr / Ms,

I would like to suggest that the starting time be changed at our school. Classes at Sebastian Valley Middle School simply start too early in the morning. Getting eight to nine hours of sleep each night is almost impossible when classes begin at 7:30 am. In order to shower, dress, get organized, eat a quick breakfast, and meet the school bus by 6: 45, I would have to get up at 5:45.

Early in the morning, students are too sleepy to learn well. Without enough sleep, young people cannot think clearly or enjoy learning. According to a report called “Are Students Getting Enough Sleep?” from Sebastian Valley Times, “Sleepiness disturbs concentration, reduces short-term memory, and causes bad feelings.”

Researchers have learned that teens normally fall asleep and wake up later than adults. Teens who stay up late at night have trouble getting up early in the morning. Studies show that some schools have already adjusted school hours to better match the teen sleep cycle, as a result, students in these schools are learning better on the new schedule.
Some of my classmates argue that starting school an hour later will prevent them from taking part in after-school athletic programs. A solution would be to carry out these programs before school instead of after school. The students who are involved in sports and clubs would continue to arrive at the usual time. The rest of the student body would get a little more sleep and arrive an hour later.

Teens usually have a later sleep cycle, and learn and behave better when rested. So I would like to suggest that we have a meeting to discuss the problem and listen to all the students’ voice.

If you pay close attention to farms from year to year, you’ll notice that a field that once filled with corn might be filled with soybeans the following year. Why? Actually, it’s a process known as a crop rotation.
Crop rotation refers to the practice of growing different types of crops (or none at all) in the same area season after season. Historians believe farmers in the Middle East practiced crop rotation as early as 6,000 BC, although they didn’t fully understand the science behind it. So what’s wrong with planting the same crop in the same field season after season? As farmers thousands of years ago learned, several problems begin to arise when you don’t rotate crops.

First, the land itself can become “tired” and less fertile. This is because the same type of crop planted repeatedly in the same area keeps draining (使……枯竭) the land of the same nutrients needed for that plant’s growth. Second, some harmful insects can reach levels that are hard to control when they learn to make a home near a field that always has the same type of crop. Finally, land can be easily harmed by erosion (侵蚀).
Crop rotation helps mitigate each of these effects. Different types of plants require different types of nutrients from the soil. Changing crops regularly allows the land to remain fertile, since not all of the same nutrients are being used each season. Crop rotation also helps to battle against the forces of erosion. Rotating crops helps to improve soil by taking turns between crops with deep roots and those with shallow roots. Pests are also prevented by removing their food source on a regular basis.

Today, exactly how crops are rotated depends upon many things, including the type of soil, the climate and the markets for various crops. Some modern farmers may rotate corn and soybeans in a single field year after year. Other farmers may rotate six or more crops in a field during different years.

Are you always finding math homework in your English notebook? Organization is the key to success in middle school. Here are some advice on how to stay organized.
