第二节 书面表达（One possible version）：

An online survey titled How did you relax yourself after the College Entrance Examination? was conducted by Ren Ren. The participants gave different answers. 

Sleeping was the first choice for the students (23.44%) and travelling came second (21.88%). 15.63% of them chose to relax by playing games and 12.50% of them said they liked to drink. Meanwhile, 8.59% of them preferred to go shopping and 10.94% chose to relax in other ways. The fewest number, about 7.03%, said they relaxed by reading.

30.D “设计商用飞机上的座椅”是为了让“座位对98%的男子来说足够宽”，故选so that.
31.C 由语境可知，此处要用一般过去时态；the rest指代不可数名词money，作主语时谓语动词要用第三
人称单数，故C项正确。

32.D 题意：经营者必须着手（set about）寻找解决公司赢利问题的办法。

33.B 题意：吉姆不愿意（wouldn’t）来——他说他太忙。

34.A 本题是疑问句形式的强调句，强调because of bad weather，故选that.
35.A 由语境可知，此处用and连接两个形容词作状语，表示主语的心理状态，故A项正确。

36.B 根据下文探讨青少年的压力可知，青少年对家长们说的在校学习是一生中最快乐的时光表示“不认同
（disagree）”。

37.C家长们说学校时光最美好是因为他们很容易“忘记（forget）”青少年时期充满压力的生活。

38.B
39.D根据下文的you are old enough to make your own ... 可知，青少年不愿别人把他们当孩子一样“看待（treated）”，他们想要“独立（independence）”。

40.A根据下文的arguments about ... from what time ... to your new ... 可知，与家长争吵是因为想要自己做“决定（decisions）”。

41.D青少年时期与家长的争吵几乎包括“所有的事（everything）”。

42.C如果不按照家长所说的做，就会“陷入（get into）”麻烦中。

43.D
44.D根据下文的finding out who you are可知，“尽管（although）”这些争吵充满压力，但他们都是“成长（growing up）”和寻找自我的一部分。

45.B 根据下文的pressure on you to do well in exams可知，青少年的压力很大一部分来自对学业的“担忧 （worries）”。

么“重要（important）”。

50.B “家长认为学业很重要”和“青少年不认同这种观点”之间是转折关系，故选but.
51.A 精心准备聚会装扮是为了外表“漂亮（beautiful）”。

52.B  but一词的转折说明家长不“喜欢（like）”你的衣服。

53.D根据本段的中心词appearance和准备聚会服装的例子可知，家长不让你“改变（change）”头发的颜色。

54.D 综上所述的各种压力都是青少年曾经遇到的“问题（problems）”。

55.B 根据下文的let us know how you solve them可知，作者希望知道青少年是如何处理这些压力并使得生活“更加简单（simpler）”。

56.C 推理判断题。根据第三段的The hunter couldn’t believe his ears ... The last Fabergé egg I know sold for $18.5 million in 2007可知，当一心想要高价卖掉这颗金蛋的寻宝者听说金蛋如此值钱时应该是很惊讶。

57.D细节理解题。根据第四段的The royal family loved the first egg ... to make one or two Easter eggs every year和第五段的Fifty Imperial Fabergé eggs were made可知，Fabergé制作的复活节彩蛋很受王室的欢迎。

58.A 推理判断题。McCarthy深知法贝热皇家复活节彩蛋的历史，再根据最后一段他拍卖这颗金蛋却不告诉公众最后的成交价格可知，他很看好这颗金蛋。

59.A标题归纳题。总览全文可知，文章主要围绕一颗法贝热皇家复活节彩蛋被发现的故事展开叙述，故用A项内容作为标题最恰当。

60.D细节理解题。根据第二段中的At Arctic Cove, you have the opportunity to touch and feed these friendly white whales可知答案。

61.A 细节理解题。根据How to get there部分中的Lyons Creek Rd. and follow the signs可知，在Lyons Creek路可以看到指向Marineland主题公园标志。

62.C 细节理解题。根据Admission hours部分可知，公园在7、8月份开放时间最长，故选C项。

63.B 细节理解题。根据最后一部分中的Bikes and other two-wheeled vehicles are not permitted within park grounds可知答案。

64.A 词义猜测题。根据第二段的have travelled 37,500 kilometres和passed the record for a tuk-tuk journey of 37,410 km可知，两位英国老师超越了2005年由两位德国人乘坐嘟嘟车旅行的最远记录，故overtaken此处与beaten意思最接近。

65.D 推理判断题。根据第三段描述旅途中的遭遇和第四段尼克所说的we are happy to have experienced ... 可知，理查德和尼克的旅行虽然充满危险但却十分有意义。

66.D推理判断题。根据第五段的Talking about their motivation和第六段的raise awareness of education projects可知，理查德和尼克驾驶嘟嘟车环游世界是为了唤起人们对教育的重视并帮助他们。

67.D文章出处题。本文介绍了英国两位老师驾驶嘟嘟车环游世界的经历，他们希望借此唤起人们对教育的重视。从行文结构看最可能是一篇新闻报道。

68.D 细节理解题。由第一段中的Getting eight to nine hours of sleep each night is almost impossible when classes begin at 7:30 am和第四段中的starting school an hour later可知，在汤姆看来，学校应该八点半开课，故选D项。

69.B推理判断题。由该报告的标题“Are Students Getting Enough Sleep?”和后面的Sleepiness disturbs concentration, reduces short-term memory, and causes bad feelings可知，作者在此提到该报告旨在说明睡眠不足的坏处，故选B项。

70.A 推理判断题。总览全文可知，汤姆认为学校开课时间太早，因此学生们睡眠不足，所以他建议推迟一个小时上课。A项说法与文章内容相符。

71.A 写作目的题。总览全文可知，汤姆想通过这封信让学校推迟早上上课时间，并就此提出了自己的理由和建议，故选A项。

72.A 细节理解题。由第二段中的Crop rotation refers to the practice of growing different types of crops (or none at all) in the same area season after season可知，crop rotation指的是农作物轮作，即：一种种植庄稼的方式，故选A项。

73.B 段落大意题。第三段主要讲述了不实行轮作将会产生的危害，故选B项。

74.C 词义猜测题。由第三段内容可知，these effects在此是指不实行轮作的诸多不良影响；作者接下来在第四段中就轮作是如何减少这些不良影响的进行了分析，故选C项。

75.B 写作手法题。作者在本段中通过解释说明的方法向我们讲述了轮作的好处，故选B项。

Don’t take a break from exercise during the holidays. A 20-minute walk after a meal can help burn off extra calories.
